Departmental Offices’ function in the Treasury Department
is to provide basic support to the Secretary of the Treasury,
who is the chief operating executive of the Department. The
Secretary of the Treasury maintains the primary role in for-
mulating and managing the domestic and international tax
and financial policies of the Federal Government. The Sec-
retary’s responsibilities funded by the Salaries and Expenses
appropriation include: recommending and implementing Unit-
ed States domestic and international economic and tax policy;
fiscal policy; governing the fiscal operations of the Govern-
ment; maintaining foreign assets control; managing the public
debt; overseeing the major law enforcement functions carried
out by the Treasury Department; managing development fi-
nancial policy; representing the United States on inter-
national monetary, trade and investment issues; overseeing
Treasury Department overseas operations; and directing the
administrative operations of the Treasury Department.

In support of the Secretary, the Salaries and Expenses ap-
propriation provides resources for policy formulation and im-
plementation in the areas of domestic and international finan-
cial, investment, tax, economic, trade and financial operations
and general fiscal policy. This appropriation also provides
resources for administrative support to the Secretary and pol-
icy components, and coordination of Departmental administra-
tive policies in financial and personnel management, procure-
ment operations, and automated information systems and
telecommunications.

The Salaries and Expenses appropriation funds the follow-
ing major activities:

Secretarial policy and program development.—This activity
includes the immediate offices of the Secretary and Deputy
Secretary, as well as policy offices responsible for policy man-
agement and intelligence support, foreign assets control, legal
counsel, Treasury law enforcement, domestic and inter-

International affairs.—This activity covers a wide range of
policy development and analysis functions involving inter-
national trade, investment, and monetary affairs, develop-
ment financing and debt policy, economic issues including
resource and commodity policy, balance of payments, and
major reports of economic data. In 1994, the International
Affairs appropriation was merged with Salaries and Expenses.

The Riegle Community Development and Regulatory Im-
provement Act of 1994 established the Community Develop-
ment Financial Institutions Fund (CDFI Fund). The CDFI
Fund will provide equity investments, grants, loans, and tech-
nical assistance to new and existing community development
financing institutions such as community development banks,
community development credit unions, community develop-
ment loan funds, community development venture capital
funds, and micro-loan funds. Funds provided by the CDFI
Fund will enhance the capacity of these institutions to finance
economic development, housing, and community development

in distressed urban and rural communities. The CDFI Fund
will also provide grants to insured depository institutions to
facilitate investment in community development financial in-
stitutions and increase community lending activities.

The CDFI Fund will help to address the urgent problems
of declining economic and social infrastructure, loss of jobs,
lack of private enterprise, and deteriorating housing facing
many American communities today. Government investment
and technical assistance will supplement private funds and
expertise to ensure that community development financial in-
stitutions are effective in restoring healthy economic develop-
ment to these communities.

As part of the President's FY 1997 budget, the Treasury
Forfeiture Fund will spend from balances available in the
“Super Surplus” and the “Secretary’s Enforcement Fund” a
sum of at least $5 million to support the United States Secret
Service's efforts in the Federal Law Enforcement Wireless
Users Group (FLEWUG). FLEWUG—a program overseen and
funded jointly by the Secret Service and the Federal Bureau
of Investigation—is a federal government effort to provide
“wireless” communications to the law enforcement/public safe-
ty community. Ultimately this program will provide an imple-
mentation plan for a nationwide wireless network for use
by federal, state and local law enforcement and public safety
agencies that will overcome current limitations of coverage
and interoperability among these agencies. This program will
benefit all Treasury bureaus by investigating, through case
studies and testbeds, ways to develop spectrally efficient, cost
effective, tactical communications capabilities. This program
is a response to a mandate by the National Telecommuni-
cations and Information Administration to move the federal
government to digital narrow-band technology.

TREASURY FRANCHISE FUND

There is hereby established in the Treasury a franchise fund pilot,
as authorized by section 403 of Public Law 103-356, to be available
as provided in such section for expenses and equipment necessary
for the maintenance and operation of such financial and administra-
tive support services as the Secretary determines may be performed
more advantageously as central services: Provided, That any inven-
tories, equipment, and other assets pertaining to the services to be
provided by such fund, either on hand or on order, less the related

That an amount not to exceed four percent of the total annual income
to such fund may be retained in the fund for fiscal year 1997 and

Financial Operations.—Payments are made through six re-
gional offices for Federal civilian agencies, except the U.S.
