Ordered further, That in addition to the time specified on the amendments, there
be 30 minutes of debate equally divided on the bill and that following the use or yielding
back of time and the disposition of amendments, the bill as amended, be read a third
time; further, that the Senate then proceed to H.R. 4473, the House companion, and that
all after enacting clause be stricken and the text of S. 1566, as amended, be inserted
in lieu thereof; further, that the bill as amended, be read a third time and the Senate
proceed to a vote on passage and that S. 1566, as amended, be returned to the Senate
calendar. (Aug. 1, 2006.)

S. 1516 (ORDER NO. 235)

3.—Ordered, That at a time to be determined by the Majority Leader with concurrence
of the Democratic Leader, the Senate proceed to the immediate consideration of S. 1516,
a bill to reauthorize Amtrak, and for other purposes; provided that the committee-reported
